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Message from the Board of Trustees

As the 2010-2011 school year gets into full swing, the
Board of Trustees would like to thank each of you for
your continued support of Oakhill Day School. They say
it takes a village to raise a child. At Oakhill we recognize
the ‘village’ as the entire Oakhill community, i.e. the parents,
grandparents, faculty, staff, volunteers, friends and business
associates. We are a diverse group, from different walks
of life with differing talents and abilities. It's the coming
together of the community that creates something special.
We see it in a caring and dedicated teacher; in a committed
volunteer; in a staff member who loves what they do; in
parents who are deeply involved in their child’s education;
in an associate who recognizes the impact we have on the
outside community. This is what creates ‘excellence in
education.’

2009-2010 was a great year. We graduated our !rst 8th grade
class in this millennium” What an exciting (and emotional)
event. These young people, although sad to leave great
friends and familiar surroundings, are going their separate
ways well equipped for future challenges. | think each of
them would agree Oakhill has served them well.

Among other notable successes from last year was the
Caribbean Dreams Auction. The collective hat, of the
Board of Trustees, is off to the staff and volunteers who
worked countless hours to make the event such a success.
This annual event, plus the annual fund, are counted on each
year to provide funds to cover over 50% of ‘the gap.” This
‘gap’ is the difference between tuition and the actual cost
to educate our children. We follow National Association
of Independent Schools (NAIS) guidelines and set tuition
at about 85% of the actual cost. The remaining 15% is
de'ned as ‘the gap.” Of this 15% a portion is needed for

general operating expenses (what we call ‘keeping the ligh
on’) and a portion is needed to fund strategic improvements
and growth (the Oakhill for our children’s children).
Currently the expense gap is nearly $1000 per student, pe
year, and the strategic improvements gap (used to func
facilities improvements and expansion, program expansion:
and strategic investments in property, staff, faculty and
curriculum) is an additional $400. Your support of the
auction, the annual fund and the many other fundraisers
at Oakhill is crucial to our sustainability and future success
We can'’t thank you enough for that support.

As we progress through another exciting year at Oakhill,
| challenge the entire Oakhill community to support
our fundraising efforts and help us continue to provide
excellence in education for our kids. Our status as a not:
for-pro!t provides tax deductibility, in many cases, and is
a great way to invest in your child and in the future of the
school.
