Dear Oakhill Families, 
 
I hope my letter finds your family enjoying all that summer brings! My family spent the 
last ten days RV-ing our way through the beauty and uniqueness of Alaska – the last 
frontier! Prior to the trip, I read the tour books, viewed the online blogs, researched the 
sites, and thought I was mentally acclimated for what was to come. I soon realized you 
“have to be there” to truly understand – you have to actually live it to bring the print and 
research to life. A quick tour would simply not be enough – so we fished for Halibut, rode a 
school bus for 12 hours through Denali National Park to see the wildlife, landed an airplane 
on a glacier just below Mt. McKinley’s East Buttress, and toured the Kenai Fjords National 
Park by boat.
